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Aldersgate Day

May 24" is an important day for Methodists. At a
society meeting on Aldersgate Street on May 24, 1738,
something happened that changed the nature of
Methodism. At Aldersgate, John Wesley had an
experience which altered the shape of his entire ministry.
The Holy Spirit performed His miracle that night. John
Wesley described that event by saying “My heart was
strangely warmed.”

Though Wesley was already a 35 year-old ordained priest in the Church of
England, he marked this as the day of his true Christian conversion. And afterward,
he began preaching that everyone should experience God’s grace in this way. This
was the beginning of the Methodist revival that eventually gave birth to our own
Methodist Church today. In a sense, May 24t is the birthday of Methodism.

They “all joined together constantly in
prayer” (Acts 1:14, NIV) and took steps to replace
Judas.

After that inward focus, the disciples were ready
to boldly burst forth on Pentecost, empowered and
“enabled” (Acts 2:4) by the Spirit. They
proclaimed Christ’s death and resurrection,
leading 3,000 people to faith that day, now known
as the church’s birthday.

“A great wave of faith and love swept through
this newborn community,” writes Suzanne de
Dietrich in Free Men. "These Christians could not
keep silent. Their joyful liberty had broken down
all the walls behind which people would like to
keep them; no prison could silence them.”
