That is, there are people who took the time to mentor and disciple us. They helped teach us 

the Bible and the Christian faith and to follow Jesus more faithfully. They invested in helping 

us grow.  
 

But, in the end, the work is the Lord’s. All of it is God’s grace through the Holy Spirit in our 

lives. And we give thanks to God for each of those who have invested in our spiritual lives, 

who helped us get to this point and who are helping still. Who are some of those people for 

you? Who planted the seed in your life? Who watered? Who is helping you grow even now?
