Sunday is Rally Day for our local Gideons group, and they will have speakers in numerous
churches across Yazoo and Humphreys counties providing updates on Gideons
International’s work distributing God’s Word throughout the world.

Gideons International was established in 1899 by a group of Christian men, and the
ministry continues to grow.

Many people think of the Bibles found in hotel rooms when they think of Gideons. That
has been an important part of the ministry for over a century, but that is only part of the
ministry’s work.

Members of Gideons International personally witness and distribute God’s Word to police,
fire, and medical personnel; prisoners; military personnel; students in the fifth grade and
above; and to those with whom they interact daily. Scriptures are also placed by Gideons
and Auxiliary in key locations, including hospitals, convalescent homes, medical offices,
domestic violence shelters, prisons and jails.

The Gideons International began distributing the Word of God in 1908. Today, there are
more than 269,500 Gideons and Auxiliary —and an untold number of supporters — in some
200 countries, territories, and possessions across the globe. These dedicated individuals
have given their time and money to make it possible for others to learn about the love of
God by giving them access to His Word. They have placed and distributed more than 2
billion Bibles and New Testaments around the world.
